The Baptism of the Lord, Cycle C 

 
Isaiah 40:1-5,9-11 (The first reading from Cycle 
A may also be chosen, Isaiah 42:1-4,6-7.) 
Isaiah tells the people to prepare a way for the 
Lord. 
 
Today we celebrate the feast of the Baptism of 
the Lord. In today's Gospel, as in the other 
Gospel accounts of Jesus' baptism, we hear 
John the Baptist address the confusion of the 
people who thought that John might be the 
Messiah. In response, John contrasts the 
baptism that he performs with the Baptism that 
Jesus will inaugurate. John the Baptist says that 
he has baptized with water, but that someone 
will come and baptize with the Holy Spirit. The 
type of baptism that John performed was not yet 
a Christian Baptism; it was a preparation for 
Christian Baptism through which sins are 
forgiven and the gift of the Holy Spirit is 
received.

After Jesus was baptized, He saw the Spirit of 
God descending like a dove and a voice was 
heard "This is my beloved Son, with whom I 

am well pleased." As we give to the poor, we also can 
hear these same words. As you help those who are 
suffering, know in your heart the truth of the words "you 
are my beloved in whom I am well pleased."

What is Pro Life? Are we sure we 
are 100% Pro Life?  

ï Part VII 
The Church teaches that all life is 
sacred and must be cherished and 
protected from conception to natural 
death. By keeping this guiding 
principle in mind in reviewing all the 
following moral issues of today, we 
can quickly see what it means to be 
100% Pro Life, no exceptions. 

Infanticide 
This is the taking of a baby or childôs 
life after it has been born. Partial 
birth abortion is an example of 
infanticide.  A baby is delivered 
alive, except for its head and then is 
killed with instruments. This is killing 
a child born alive, a child too 
completely developed to go through 
the earlier abortion processes. 
From partial birth abortion, another 
grave moral issue has developed. There are now 
mothers who had planned an abortion, but the baby 
arrived first. Mothers whose babies have arrived early 
before their scheduled abortion. These women have 
gone to court to protest that they still have the right to 
kill their baby immediately after delivery since that was 
their initial intent. Shouldnôt they still have the choice to 
do that, even though the child is fully alive? No, this is 
Infanticide, human sacrifice, the killing of a child. 
If you believe that Infanticide is wrong, then you are 
Pro Life on this issue.
