Second Sunday in Ordinary Time, Cycle A 
Sunday, January 18, 2026 

John 1:29-34  
John testifies that Jesus is the Lamb of God, 

Godôs own Son. 
 This Sunday we break from our reading of 
Matthewôs Gospel (the primary Gospel for our current 
liturgical cycle, Cycle A) to read from Johnôs Gospel. 
We heard Matthewôs account of Jesusô baptism last 
Sunday, on the feast of the Baptism of the Lord. 
Today, we hear John the Baptistôs testimony about 
Jesus as found in Johnôs Gospel. Johnôs Gospel 
differs from the other Gospels because John does 
not describe Jesusô baptism by John the Baptist. 
Instead, John the Baptist announces that he knows 
that Jesus is the Son of God.
