Matthew 4:12-23  
Jesus begins to preach in Galilee and 

calls his first disciples.  
 Todayôs Gospel describes the 
beginning of Jesusô public ministry. In the 
Gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke (called 
the Synoptic Gospels), Jesusô public ministry 
begins after his baptism by John the Baptist 
and after his retreat to the desert where he 
was tempted by the devil. When Jesus 
returns from the desert, he hears that John 
has been arrested.
