First Sunday of Lent, Cycle A 
Sunday, February 22, 2026 

Matthew 4:1-11 
Jesus fasts for 40 days in the desert and is tempted by 

the devil.  
 In each of the three Synoptic Gospels, after Jesusô 
baptism by John, Jesus is reported to have gone to the 
desert to fast and pray for 40 days. In each case, while in 
the desert, Jesus is tempted by the devil. 
Matthew and Luke give more detail than Mark does, but 
each one tells how the devil tempts Jesus in the desert. In 
Matthew, as in Luke, the devil presents three temptations 
to Jesus. The devil tempts Jesus to use his power to 
appease his hunger; he tempts Jesus to put Godôs 
promise of protection to the test; and he offers Jesus all of 
the kingdoms of the world if Jesus will worship the devil. In 
each case, Jesus resists the temptation, rebuking the devil 
with words from Scripture. 

As you read this Iôll be finishing up by 
packing: IôM OFF TO TURKS AND 
CAICAOS again. Trust me, Iôll be 
thinking of everyone one you while Iôm 
sitting on the beach. My Lenten penance 
is to suffer for you in the never ending 
heat. The fish fries can always use your 
help. No need to sign up. Just come, eat 
and tell someone at the table 
ñIôm here to help.ò
