I thought I would share some facts about 
the St. Joseph food pantry that we have 
been so generously supporting for the last 
two years. Between 100 to 120 families 

come every Saturday morning, which is about 225 
people helped. 50% are seniors, 10% have mobility 
issues so we get their order and bring it up to their car 
for them. Also about 10% send a proxy for them to get 
their order. 
This food pantry is run with about 20 to 25 dedicated 
volunteers. St. Joseph, St. Augustine and St. John 
are big contributors of money and food items. Also 
Holy Spirit is holding a big food drive this lent and 
Agape City church is holding a food drive in April. I 
hope the information helps to show how the need is 
still present in our community and our help is truly 
making an impact and big difference.

Testifying to Faith 
 
Question: 
The Bible talks a lot about ñtestifyingò or ñgiving testimonyò 
to our faith. That makes me think of a courtroom. What does 
testifying to faith look like in everyday life? 
 
Answer: 
The courtroom image isnôt too far off for some Christians. 
The Church has often been persecuted, and it was especially 
intense in the early days of the Church, when Acts and the 
various epistles were being written. For persecuted 
Christians, it did mean attesting publicly to their faith in 
Jesus Christ, sometimes before harsh judges. To testify is to 
bear witness, and this is something we are all called to do. 
 
The call of Jesus is, first and foremost, a call to conversion 
of life. It is a repentance from sin, a casting off of old ways 
of seeing and moving in the world. The Christian life is one 
of transformation, becoming more and more like our God of 
love. In one sense, to testify to faith should happen naturally 
as we live like Jesus did. Our lives should bear witness in the 
respect we accord to others and the uncompromising dignity 
we honor in them. We bear witness in our gratitude, in our 
joy, in our hope in Godôs power and grace. This is where we 
start! Sometimes others might inquire, as St. Peter puts it, as 
to ña reason for your hope.ò Now youôre on the stand! Itôs 
time to offer, ñwith gentleness and reverence,ò the Good 
News of the Gospel (c.f. 1 Peter 3:15-16).
