Sunday, April 12, 2026 
John 20:19-31  

Thomas believes because he sees Jesus. 
 The Gospels tell us that Jesus appeared to the 
disciples on several occasions after they discovered that his 
tomb was empty. Part of the mystery of Jesusô Resurrection 
is that he appeared to his disciples not as a spirit but in 
bodily form. The bodily form was not one that the disciples 
recognized though. In Johnôs Gospel, Mary of Magdala 
does not recognize that the figure standing before her is 
Jesus until he speaks to her. In Lukeôs Gospel the disciples 
who meet Jesus on the road to Emmaus do not recognize 
him until he breaks bread with them. The resurrected Jesus 
had a physical presence, but the disciples couldnôt 
recognize Jesus unless he allowed them to. His resurrected 
body, nonetheless, showed the marks of his crucifixion.

I know 
I can use the time to catch my 
breath from last weekend.
