Third Sunday of Easter, Cycle A 
Sunday, April 19, 2026 

Luke 24:13-35  
Jesus appears to two disciples who are 

walking to Emmaus. 
 On most Sundays during the Easter 
season in Cycle A, our Gospel is taken from 
the Gospel of John. This weekôs Gospel, 
however, is taken from the Gospel of Luke. As 
in last weekôs Gospel, todayôs Gospel shows 
us how the first community of disciples came 
to believe that Jesus had risen from the dead. 
In these stories we gain insight into how the 
community of the Church came to be formed.  

The daffodils and tulips among the Easter 
flowers have bit the dust along with many of 
the hyacinths have gotten so tall they canôt 
stand up any more. So as the flowers give up 
the ghost, they are place on the grace outside 
church for planting in your yard. If you cut 
off the growing part, plant the blub, they will 
bloom again in August or September.
